M Tribal Health offers magnetic
resonance imaging (MRI), a test that
uses a magnetic field and pulses of
radio wave energy to create pictures of
organs and structures inside the body.
An MRI gives additional information
about structures in the body, disease
identification and progression, and
abnormalities.
