ORDER DISMISSING APPEAL

Mike T. McVicker appeals the lower court's final order in this case. Such appeals

are governed by the Confederated Salish and Kootenai Law and Order Code (2003).

Several deadlines, as dictated by the CSKT Rules of Appellate Procedure (hereinafter

RAP), must be met in order for this Court to be able to hear a case.

A Notice of Appeal must be filed within 20 days of the date of a final judgment

from the trial court. The Appellant timely filed his notice of appeal. Within five days of

filing a Notice of Appeal, an Appellant must order a transcript of the lower court record

according to Rule 3, RAP. Appellant ordered the transcript within the time required by

the Rule.

Rule 4 indicates that the lower court record must be transmitted to the Appellate

Court Clerk within 30 days after filing the Notice of Appeal, unless an extension has been

granted for good cause. Upon the completion of the record transmittal, the case is

deemed transferred to the Appellate Court.

The issue in this case arises with the filing of the brief as required by Rule 15 of

the RAP. Rule 15 lays out the process through which an Appellant must write, file and

serve her brief. Rule 15(1), in relevant part, states, "An appellant's brief shall be filed and

served within 20 days of the date the record is filed and transmitted..."
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
